By the end of the year 2010, we are seeking to 
intensify our working relationship with 500 local 
churches that are doctrinally compatible.   
 
 
Churches With A Vision 
It is our desire to link arms with local churches that 
aspire to the following goals: 
 
1. The church is actively involved in producing new 

leaders and missionaries from within the 
congregation. 
 

2. The church is actively involved in preparing 
missionaries and evaluating their readiness.  BMW 
will provide evaluation tools and resources to help 
facilitate leadership development (see box to the 
right). 
 

3. The church and BMW are compatible in 
philosophy of ministry (i.e., teamwork, 
accountability, discipleship, leadership 
development, and effective evangelism). 

 
4. The church is actively involved in ownership of 

their missionary’s financial support by taking on a 
substantial portion of their missionary’s support 
and assisting them to raise the remainder. 

 
5. As the church sends out missionaries from its 

own congregation, it would consider BMW as a 
mission with a compatible philosophy of 
ministry. 
 

6. The church would desire to be actively involved 
in providing accountability for its missionaries 
and have a vibrant intercessory prayer ministry 
for those missionaries.
